During my ministry in
Oakland, Steve and Beth worshiped
and served at Oakland Christian
Church, and in 2008, received the call
to leave their teaching positions in
Charleston and Chrisman to serve at
Sonlight Academy. Sonlight Acadamy
is the children's educational program
of Sonlight Ministries. The Academy
is a Christian, English-immersion
school that annually provides 320
Haitian children with an academic
education, as well as sharing the
truths of the Bible and encouraging
their faith in Jesus Christ.

Continue to pray for the Haitian
people and ask God to bless the lives
and work of Steve and Beth as they
minister to these children.
